OAKS Reports Review
· Find years available from OAKS online, subjects, manage rosters

· Read notes in Fine Print and explore hyperlinks on each page… see what happens. 

· Score Reports—
· Point in Time reports

· Dashboard  --% tested so far, opportunities used for OR with grade level toggles, % meeting for today, final last year, last year this time for reading and math by score reporting categories.

· Table (Online Score Report) (allows toggling between grades, at top allows subject change as well) district online score report, institution (school), personnel (teacher), Teacher level provides breakdown of roster by category. Includes info on achievement standards.
· Graph (Performance by Scale Score) if done at school level it gives break down by teacher. School level summary is in the table. Have to compare teacher to the school level information. 

· Graph (Performance by level of aggregation)—at school level you get the distribution for school, district, state and the selected staff member for comparison

· Graph (Performance by Score Reporting Category

· Improvement Reports 

· Successive Cross-Sections—Represents two different groups that share a characteristic such as grade level and the performance for that grade level at two different time points for the two different groups.
· Longitudinal Reports

· Tracking individual students—allows you to select up to 5 students to see their performance over time on individual graphs

· Tracking cohorts over time –select a roster to look at specific group of students and their collective performance over time. 
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
